Lent — A Time for Families to Recalibrate 
 In the January 2015 publication of Guidepost, one 
article tells the story of how a six person family 
realized that their life had slowly lost its focus.

In a radical effort to "recalibrate," this 
family took a year off participating in any activity 
not directly related to school and church... includ-
ing sports!
