September 29, 2025 Feast Day  

St. Raphael: St. Raphael is one of the 
seven Archangels who stand before the 
throne of the Lord, and one of the only 
three mentioned by name in the Bible. 
He appears, by name, only in the Book 
of Tobit. Raphael's name means "God 
heals." This identity came about be-
cause of the biblical story that claims he 
"healed" the earth when it was defiled 
by the sins of the fallen angels in the 
apocryphal book of Enoch. 

 
St. Gabriel, the Archangel:           
St. Gabriel is an angel who serves as a 
messenger for God to certain people. 
Gabriel is mentioned in both the Old 
and the New Testaments of the Bible. 
First, in the Old Testament, Gabriel ap-
pears to the prophet Daniel to explain 
his visions. Gabriel is described as, 
"one who looked like man," as he inter-
prets Daniel's visions.  
 
St. Michael the Archangel: St. Mi-
chael the Archangel, also known as 
Saint Michael the Archangel or simply 
Archangel Michael, holds a significant 
place in the Roman Catholic tradition. 
He is an Archangel, associated with 
courage, protection, and divine interven-
tion.
